APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the January 12, 2010 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

David Constant (LV Magic SC)

David began the meeting by reporting that the Lehigh Valley Boys Soccer Scholar-Athlete awards banquet was held on Jan. 31 and that the boy’s winner was Parkland High School senior Nick Tacca. Frank Olszewski, posthumously, and John O. Kukitz were inducted into the Lehigh Valley Soccer Hall of Fame at the awards banquet.

David further stated that LVYSL made a one-time donation of $1,000 in Frank Olszewski’s name to the Lehigh Valley Soccer Scholarship Fund ($500 for the girls and $500 for the boys). This is in addition to the annual LVYSL donation of $500 for the girls and $500 for the boys scholarship funds. Rich Mitstifer added that the Olszewski family sent a thank you card to the league in appreciation of the donation.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob provided an update on the LVYSL indoor and outdoor tournaments. 
For the indoor tournament, played on Sat., Feb. 13 (boys) and Mon., Feb. 15 (girls), 40 teams participated. This was close to the maximum and an increase from prior years. After expenses, the league netted approximately $3,500, which was consistent with the budgeted amount of $3,400 according to Rich. Gina Keys ran the boys portion of the tournament on Sat. and did a terrific job.

The outdoor tournament application is open on the tournament website and six out of state teams (NY and NJ) have already applied.

TREASURER’S REPORT

As of January 31, 2010, LVYSL had a combined balance of $84,333 compared to a combined balance of $60,664 at January 31, 2009. There have been no significant expenses except for the contributions to the Lehigh Valley Soccer Scholarship Fund and normal payroll expenses.

REFEREE ASSIGNOR’S REPORT 

Hal Grahn
Hal stated that there will be two referee classes in March – one in early March at Freedom and one in mid-March at Troxell). He will forward the information to Rob for the website. In response to a question, Hal confirmed that the minimum age is 14 to take the class, and a participant needs only to reach his or her 14th birthday prior to the last class.

As a reminder for the start of the Spring season, Hal stated that all coaches should be familiar with the league’s cancellation policies, and that coaches need to call him at least 2 hours prior to a match if a game is to be cancelled due to weather or else clubs will be assessed the referee’s fees for that game. 

Because the Spring season is geared toward older boys age groups, Hal reminded clubs that they need to control their players. Hal also reiterated that coaches should not address officials, especially youth officials, with officiating issues. They should report any issues directly to Hal through the game reports. Hal investigates and gets back to the coach once the investigation is completed.  Additionally, coaches should ensure that nets, corner flags, fields, line-ups, etc. are in order prior to the start of the game.

EPYSA

Wim reported that the new EPYSA CEO is continuing to do a good job and that the EPYSAS offices were moving to Plymouth Meeting in April. In addition, he provided the following information:

· For the Fall ’10 season, EPYSA will no longer require player signatures on passes; leagues can still choose to require them however.

· The State Indoor Cup has over 500 teams participating.

· There are various leagues now offering 8 v. 8 for U-11 and U-12 age groups.
· The Annual Youth Soccer Workshop 2010 will be held on Sat, Mar. 6 in Downingtown. Mike Barr is working on a handout for coaches, and it should be available at the workshop.
· The 2010 Annual General Meeting will be held on Sun, Mar. 7 at the Radisson Hotel-Valley Forge.
· Clubs should ensure that all new volunteers/coaches complete a RMA form.

· Wim and John Kukitz will be stepping away from their duties as District 6 commissioners in approximately 2 years. Volunteers are needed to step in and this announcement should provide plenty of notice.

· Wim is trying to get Kathy Garcia to help out with EPYSA in order to improve their operations.
