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Call to Order:
Rich Mitstifer called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

Preamble

David Constant was unable to attend the meeting so Rich Mitstifer presided. In addition, Paul Bento was unable to be present at the start of the meeting so the prior month’s minutes were distributed and approved later in the meeting agenda. Kathy Garcia kept the minutes of this meeting.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT

David Constant (LV Magic SC)

Not present.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob reported that the outdoor tournament application is open on the tournament website and the deadline for entering a team is May 1.  There are 70 applicants currently entered, and 75% of them are teams from NJ, NY and MD. Rob stated that he expected additional entries closer to the deadline during the last month prior to the tournament date.  The tournament is scheduled for June 12 and 13.

Rob reminded member clubs that LVYSL elections will be held in June. He felt that larger clubs are under-represented and should make an effort to become more involved in LVYSL. Rob will call club presidents to encourage more participation.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Rich Mitstifer - Treasurer (Northwestern SC) 
Rich reported that as of March 31, 2010, LVYSL had a combined balance of $108,327 compared to a combined balance of $74,661 at March 31, 2009. The increase is due to earlier Spring entry fees payments of $16,000 received during the month of March (approximately $1,000 is still outstanding). In addition, the timing of receipts and payments during this time of year, including the fact that tournament deposits were made earlier than usual, skews the numbers. Instead of being approximately $30,000 over last year, the league is probably running about $10,000 ahead of last year.
The final determination for the 2007 IRS audit resulted in the league being assessed $5,739 due to payments made to eight individuals who worked for the league but were not given 1099’s.  The IRS is invoicing the league at 28% of the total assessment because the individuals did not report whether or not they declared the income.  Rich stated that he expects another audit in connection with the league’s 2008 tax return.  In response to a question, Rich confirmed that the league issued 1099’s for 2009.
VP OF OPERATION’S REPORT

Rob led a discussion regarding the reschedule policy and answered, together with Hal Grahn, various questions about the policy and its implementation. In summary, the following topics were addressed:

1. Requests for schedule changes once the season begins will be allowed only for the following reasons: 

· State Cup Match Conflict. 

· Soccer Tournament Conflict. 

· Loss of Field – Due to closure or unplayable conditions. 

· Cancelled match due to weather related conditions. 

2. Absent a valid reason for rescheduling, coaches cannot agree to not play a game; this will result in a double forfeit.

3. If a coach is not available to coach, that is not a valid reason to request a change.

4. If you are requesting a reschedule due to a field conflict, be specific and state the exact conflict (i.e., double booking).

5. State Cup conflicts must be reported immediately and coaches must call Hal immediately; they can’t wait until the Friday night prior to the scheduled game.
In addition, Rob confirmed the league’s policy of charging referee fees to clubs who do not give Hal sufficient notice of a rescheduled game such that he is not able to reassign the referees for that game. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

At this point in the meeting, the March 9, 2010 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

REGISTRARS’ REPORT

Kathy stated that she would cover most of her items during the Registrar’s meeting that was going to take place immediately after the member’s meeting.  One reminder – coaches cannot agree to allow a player to play if the player is not rostered.
REFEREE ASSIGNOR’S REPORT 

Hal Grahn
Hal indicated that there were too many rescheduling changes coming through. He asked that the member clubs seek a solution that minimizes game changes once they are posted.

Hal again stated that coaches should contact him by telephone as soon as the State Cup matches are posted so that he can reassign the referees.  They should not simply initiate on-line reschedule requests as there may be a time lag before the other coach responds which would result in no notification being sent via the system to Hal during that interim period.  Hal expects a call as soon as State Cup schedules are posted.
Again, Rob added that calling Hal on Friday before a Saturday game does not give Hal enough time to reschedule referees so clubs will have to pay the referees that do not get reassigned in addition to any other applicable fees. In addition, for weather related issues, Hal must get a telephone call at least 2 hours prior to game time and preferably earlier.  Coaches or field coordinators should call as soon as possible.

As a reminder for the start of the Spring season, coaches need to be prepared. They should ensure that nets, corner flags, fields, line-ups, player numbers on roster, etc. are in order prior to the start of the game. Rob added that game fields should be lined and the grass should be cut.
Because of the tight scheduling, please allow a few minutes for the referee to arrive if he/she is not there at the start of the game.  Finally, Hal thanked the coaches for their comments in the game reports as they are helpful to him and, if required, are addressed by Hal with the referees.
