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Call to Order:
David Constant called the meeting to order at 7:35 PM.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the April 13, 2010 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

David Constant (LV Magic SC)

David reported that the Board held a meeting on May 3 and discussed the following major topics: expanded rosters at U13 and above, proposed changes to the Rules of Play, and the ongoing initiative to revamp the LVYSL website.  Earlier in the week, Kathy Garcia circulated a league wide email regarding the use of expanded rosters. Changes to the Rules of Play will go into effect for the Fall 2010 season and are related primarily to codifying and clarifying certain unwritten league policies such as paying referees when they are not reassigned following untimely game cancellations. 
David also commented that this will be his last meeting as President and that elections for President as well as all other Board positions (games commissioners, secretary, etc.) will take place at the June meeting.  Rob and David expressed a sentiment that large clubs such as Parkland, Lower Macungie and Enco (just a few examples) should be represented on the Board. Board membership gives clubs an opportunity to influence and assist with LVYSL’s operations. David also reiterated that he will serve as Immediate Past President and will be available to provide support and aid in the transition.

In response to a question regarding the proposed changes to the Rules of Play, David explained that the intent of the changes was simply to codify and clarify existing policies, to add another exception (at the games commissioner’s discretion) to game cancellations requests for a team with a large number ODP players that has a conflicting ODP event, and to further express the league’s expectations for travel teams and the level of commitment required.  
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob reported that there are 131 teams (and counting) currently entered in LVYSL’s outdoor tournament. This is exactly where we were last year with numbers. The acceptance list was posted on Monday night and the league is still looking for about 5-6 teams to round out the brackets. Even with the extended deadline for applying to enter the tournament, there are still teams that are seeking entrance.

The tournament is scheduled for June 12 and 13 and will be played at the Lehigh County fields and at Lehigh University. The county has provided more fields this year so the league only requires the use of these two venues.  Rob is ahead of schedule on the tournament’s administrative details (trainers, field marshals, medals, etc.)
For the Fall 2010 season, LVYSL will be at 8 v. 8 only for U12 and below, and there will be no optional 11 v. 11.  Rob understood that most travel leagues in EPYSA will be offering 8 v. 8 at U12 and below at or after this Fall’s season.
In response to a question as to whether the league was considering going to 3 man referee crews at U13 and above, Rob stated that this was something the league could consider. Hal added that the reason for not having 3 man crews was the lack of referees required to staff all of the games, but that the Board will consider this at the next meeting.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Rich Mitstifer - Treasurer (Northwestern SC) 
Rich reported that final determination for the 2007 IRS audit which initially resulted in the league being assessed $5,739 due to payments made to eight individuals who worked for the league but were not given 1099’s was reduced to $5,328.37 after one of the individuals returned a required reporting form and declared the income.  

At April 30, 2010, the league had approximately $122,065 in its accounts compared to $98,781 at April 30, 2009. Deposits in April 2010 were $26,700 representing tournament fees for the upcoming LVYSL outdoor tournament. This compares to approximately $39,000 in deposits from April 2009, of which $25,000 represented tournament fees for the LVYSL 2009 outdoor tournament and the remainder represented collection of registration fees (submitted late) from the Spring 2009 season. Overall, tournament deposits appear to be running at the same pace as last year. Payments in April included the IRS payment of $5,328.37 (which has not yet cleared), Hal’s installment of $1,000 for referee assignor’s duties and an EPYSA payment of $7,615.50 for Spring teams and PS-1 changes.
In response to a question regarding any proposed uses for excess cash, Rich indicated that the Board may consider tournament insurance, but that three to four years ago LVYSL’s balance was down to about $10,000 so having a buffer is good for the league.  Wim suggested that the league consider putting a portion of the funds in a CD.

In response to question regarding whether the league’s books were audited, Rich responded that the books and records are compiled by the league’s outside accountants (but not audited), and that a financial audit would not have uncovered the IRS audit issue with the 2007 1099’s.
VP OF OPERATION’S REPORT
Greg Ramos – (Lehigh Valley United FC)

GAMES COMMISSIONERS’ REPORTS

Large sided boys game’s commissioner

David Constant (LV Magic SC)

David detailed two other proposed changes to the Rules of Play: (1) providing for a discretionary fine of $25 for excessive or abusive requests for reschedules and (2) limiting game change requests to individuals designated as league representatives (if implementation is possible in the automated reschedule request program).
In addition, David commented that in the past few weeks we have seen an increase in red cards and reminded clubs that they need to be vigilant in asking coaches to control not only themselves and their players but also parents and spectators.

In response to a question regarding the consequences (if any) of a parent being expelled from a game, Rob noted that the Rules of Play allow LVYSL to ban parents and spectators from LVYSL events and to take action against parents and spectators.

Girls game’s commissioner

Bob Eaton (LV Magic SC)
Bob reaffirmed David’s comments regarding red cards and poor sportsmanship and further reiterated his concerns with rescheduling request abuses. He asked that clubs ensure that coaches abide by the league rules regarding reschedule requests.
REGISTRARS’ REPORT

Diane Moxness (Stroudsburg United SC)

Gina Keys (Lehigh Valley United SC)
Not present.

Rich Mitstifer (Northwestern SC)
Kathy Garcia (Tri-Boro SC)
Kathy commented on the roster size expansion and stated that despite the roster size increase only 18 players can suit up for a game and be present on the sideline.  She further mentioned that EPYSA registration is now open and clubs can enter their RG-1’s. Kathy also asked Board members to complete their RMAs.
Rich reminded clubs that the roster freeze is lifted beginning on Monday, May 17 and that the Cup deadline for older teams is in the 3rd week of May.
REFEREE ASSIGNOR’S REPORT 

Hal Grahn
Hal reiterated the concern regarding too many red cars and asked coaches to control not only themselves and their players but also the parents and spectators.  Referees are instructed to ask coaches to handle spectators so that the referee does not get into a dialogue with spectators.

Hal again asked clubs to seek a solution that minimizes game changes once they are posted; there are too many rescheduling changes coming through.
