APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the May 11, 2010 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Rob reported that the LVYSL tournament was scheduled for this upcoming weekend at two locations – Lehigh County Fields and Lehigh University. He indicated that the preparations for the tournament were on track and that 130 teams were participating compared to 133 teams in 2009.
VP OF OPERATIONS REPORT
Greg Ramos – (Lehigh Valley United FC) 

Greg reported on various items of interest to the soccer community, including the upcoming World Cup, Jason Yeisley, a local soccer player now playing for FC Dallas, the Philadelphia Independence, the women’s professional team, and Reading United, a semi-professional team comprised of collegiate players from, among other schools, Duke, North Carolina, Akron and UConn.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Rich Mitstifer - Treasurer (Northwestern SC) 
Rich reported that at May 31, 2010 the league had $128,213 in its accounts compared to $128,038 at May 31, 2009. Deposits in May 2010 were approximately $15,000 representing tournament fees for the upcoming LVYSL outdoor tournament. Payments in May included tournament refunds for 4 teams in the amount of $2,000, the annual website fee of $2,600, tournament expenses of $3,180 for player gifts, and a payment of $1,175 to the league’s accountants.

Rich also indicated that he followed up on Wim’s suggestion that the league consider putting a portion of its funds in a CD, and that the bank had agreed to give the league a promotional 90-day rate of .9% on its money market funds while we further investigate the feasibility of a CD or other investment.
