PRESIDENT’S REPORT:

David Constant (LVM):
1. Nothing much to report the weather has been cooperating
2. BOD will meet later this month and will report in June
3. LVYSL Elections will be held in June and all board positions are available, nominations are being accepted now.
TREASURER’S REPORT – VP of FINANCE:

Doug Jinks (Tri-Boro) VP of F - not present
Rich Mitstifer (NW) Treasurer reports that as of 4/30/08 LVYSL has a balance of $84,313 compared to $75,109 in 2007.  Major expenses were Hal’s installment and expenses, $1000 paid to the tournament booklet vendor for their percentage of advertisement sales, $840 to Crown Trophy for Fall 2007 and $350 for Indoor Tournament, $10,350 to EPYSA for the Spring RG2 & PS1 changes
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT:

Rob Rooney: 
1. Tournament rolling on, he is swamped with tournament and high school soccer.  Rob posted the accepted teams today.  He reports the U9G combined with the U10G for the tournament and there are 166 teams, more girls than boys.  Does not expect anymore girls due to state cup and is unsure why boys are low possibly due to Father’s Day.  He is still accepting boys’ teams.  Expects to field about 12-16 teams in each age group and the fields themselves are good to go.
VP OF OPERATIONS:
Wolfgang Hochleitner - not present.
GAMES COMMISSIONERS REPORTS
Small sided game’s commissioner – Tom McConnell (WL) reported there are still many reschedule requests for low player numbers, First Communions, conflicts with baseball and lacrosse.  He will try to be flexible for major events but coaches need to read the rules regarding acceptable reasons for reschedules.
Large Sided Boys - – David Constant reports not a lot happening just reschedules and red cards.  He says coaches can argue the rules for both but they are what they are for this season.  Reschedule policy is posted on line, red cards are low this season for younger boys.

Rob Rooney reports that he has gotten many red cards over the last ten days, many for second yellow, verbal abuse of referee.  He reminds coaches that red cards carry different suspensions for different reasons.  Don’t request that the suspension or offense be changed after the game, red cards roll over to the next season and coaches with red cards are an automatic three cards.

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS: 
Hal Grahn –
· Club need to pay attention to reschedules which conflict with existing scheduled games.  Hal will not monitor this for clubs.
· Coaches control players if you leave it to the referee player will be sent off. Calm the player down before he gets carded and it gets out of hand.
· Coaches if you have a issue with a referee let Hal know do not confront the ref at the field directly
· Ejected players will serve the suspension for the offense reported – offense stands and will not be changed
· If a player card was not returned in time for a game follow league procedure and have the player sign the line up in front of the referee(s)
· Game reporting please get the referee’s name – Hal has had too many can’t read name, lost line up don’t know ref name and he can not accurately see how the ref is doing if he doesn’t know who did the game

OLD BUSINESS
Rob Rooney would like to emphasize to the clubs that the league is not mandating 8v8 play remind the teams that it is an option for Fall 2008.  LVYSL is not forcing the format on anyone, next year 8v8 will be offered at U12 also.  So far Rob is confident that the league will field 8v8 teams next year based on the interest expressed so far.  He wants to report the only mandatory location so far is Maryland who starts 11v11 at age U13.
Frank Olszewski adds that the same concerns being raised now were raised when u10 became 8v8 many years ago and it has only served to benefit the players.
