APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the February 10, 2009 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
David Constant (LV Magic SC)
David began the meeting by reporting that the LVYSL Rules of Play have been revised and posted on the league’s website.  The changes to the Rules of Play were primarily those required to codify and incorporate the changes previously discussed at the February meeting relating to the league entrance process, division placement, reschedules and game changes.  In addition, David reminded clubs to encourage all coaches to read and understand the Rules of Play.

In connection with upcoming member meetings, David stated that the LVYSL proposed budget would be submitted to the members for approval at the May general league meeting as per LVYSL’s Constitution and Bylaws, and LVYSL officer elections were scheduled to take place at the June general league meeting. Member clubs were encouraged to submit nominations for new officers and to do so early.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob reported that LVYSL’s 2009 indoor tournament (U9 through U-12) at the Turff Club in Allentown on February 14 and15 went well, and the number of teams (40) was nearly the exact same number of teams that participated in last year’s indoor tournament.  Accordingly, the league generated approximately the same revenue from the tournament compare to last year (plus or minus $100).  Going forward, the league has to work with the Turff Club on some scheduling changes for next year’s tournament.
The 2009 outdoor tournament for U-9 through U-19 boys and girls at the Lehigh County fields is on June 6 and 7 and the tournament application is open and on the new tournament website at www.lehighvalleytournament.com.

From a financial perspective, Rob stated that no club has an overdue balance in excess of $200-300 (not taking into account current Spring ’09 season balances) as a result of the league’s concentrated effort to collect fines and fees for past seasons. This has resulted in a significant increase to LVYSL’s combined cash balances.

TREASURER’S/VP OF FINANCE REPORT

As of February 28, 2009, LVYSL had a combined balance of $63,601 compared to a combined balance of $47,721 at February 29, 2008. The league is approximately $16,000 ahead of last year’s balances. 
Rich mentioned that deposits during February ‘08 were approximately $32,400 compared to February ‘09 deposits of around $10,500. Rob indicated that this was just a timing issue as he had deposited about $18,000 in the league’s account in the first week of March.
In addition to the customary payroll and payroll tax expenses, in February the league wrote checks for the 2009 indoor tournament expenses.

Gina reminded clubs that the club registrars’ meeting will be held after the league meeting on Apr. 14. Clubs should check the LVYSL website for all applicable dates. Also, member clubs should not sign up for the 2009/10 EPYSA season on the EPYSA website until after the league registrar’s meeting. While Kathy is away, Gina will take Kathy’s packets and process them.

Rich Mitstifer (Northwestern SC)

Rich reminded clubs that LVYSL will implement its moratorium on changes to rosters from Mar. 15 to Mar. 30, and that the State Cup deadline was also on Mar. 15 so all State Cup rosters must be stamped by that date.

REFEREE ASSIGNOR’S REPORT 

Hal Grahn

As a reminder for the start of the Spring season, Hal stated that all coaches should be familiar with the league’s cancellation policies, and that coaches need to call him at least 2 hours prior to a match if a game is to be cancelled due to weather or else clubs will be assessed the referee’s fees for that game. If a game is to be rescheduled due to a State Cup conflict, then coaches should call Hal right away and not wait until the Friday before the game. All reschedules requests should be done ahead of the 10-day minimum window period in order to ensure that they are processed in a timely manner. 

Rob and David reminded coaches to communicate with the other team’s coaches and team manager in order to ensure that the process runs smoothly and to avoid fines.

Hal reiterated that coaches should not address officials, especially youth officials, with officiating issues. They should report any issues directly to Hal through the game reports. Additionally, coaches should ensure that nets, corner flags, fields, line-ups, etc. are in order prior to the start of the game.

Hal reported that one the referee courses was cancelled but the one at Springhouse Middle School was proceeding.  Frank O. mentioned that they were trying to have another course to make up for the one that was cancelled.

Wim commented that the AGM was held on Mar. 1 at the Holiday Inn in Fogelsville, PA, and that District 6 was well represented. In addition, he provided the following information:
· The State Cup has over 600 teams, and clubs registered with a recreational organization can register for free.  Likewise, the Kohl Cup was allowing clubs registered with a recreational organization to register for free.
· EPYSA is conducting a 4 v. 4 Fun Day for clubs registered with a recreational organization.

· The new MLS team will be announcing its name in about one month and they have sold 6,000 season tickets so far.
· At the AGM, EPYSA elected new officers.
· Tom Hickey from the Tri-Boro Soccer Club was nominated for Coach of the Year.

· Union League winners (good sportsmanship award for students between their junior and senior years of high school) included four players from the Lehigh Valley: two from Lehigh Valley United FC, one from Stroudsburg United Soccer Club and one from St. Thomas More Soccer Club.

Frank added that the Union League has 20 slots available for Lehigh Valley players and that it was a worthwhile program that accepted nominations from individual clubs.
In response to a question, Wim and Frank stated that they were not specifically aware of the details regarding USFC’s approval as a member club by EPYSA, but that it was a District 10 entity and that EPYSA does allow direct club members especially for recreational teams/leagues.
