APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the May 12, 2009 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
David Constant (LV Magic SC)
David began the meeting by noting that he did not have a lot to report as the season was over except for a few games that needed to be rescheduled. Optimistically, David commented that while he was stepping away as President he will still be involved with the league and continue to volunteer his time. 

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob reported that the LVYSL tournament was held at two locations – Lehigh County Fields and Lehigh University – over the past weekend, and overall it was a successful tournament despite some minor snags such as the loss of some of the County fields for the first day. He further mentioned that he will confer with the games commissioners regarding scheduling the Fall ’09 season and hopes to have applicable Fall dates posted on the website in the next two weeks. Lastly, Rob informed the membership of the passing of Charlotte Moran, a very respected member of the EPYSA soccer community who will be missed.
TREASURER’S/VP OF FINANCE REPORT

As of May 31, 2009, LVYSL had a combined balance of $128,038.66 compared to a combined balance of $83,351.66 at May 31, 2008. The league is running ahead of last year’s balances. Payments in May ‘09 were less than last year as the league paid the annual website fee of $2,500 and some tournament expenses during May ‘08. Rich expects to receive some minor tournament receipts such as concessions and to pay most of the tournament expenses within the next few weeks.
By the end of June ’09, the league expects to have concluded the Spring accounting – fines for forfeits, late reports, etc. – and to issue refund checks to (or obtain payments from) clubs by mid July or at the latest at the August meeting.

Kathy stated that the league has not yet received blank passes from EPYSA and was waiting for them. She will send an email once they are received.  From an office point of view, Kathy asked clubs to make sure that coaches are using the stamped line-ups provided by the league so that it is easier and less time consuming to check player eligibility.  Rich reminded clubs to make copies of the line-ups provided by the registrars and not to go in to the EPYSA website and print out clean copies for use without the registrar’s stamp.  Rich further reminded clubs to complete their RG-1’s so that their coaches can complete their RMA’s and choose their club affiliation instead of choosing LVYSL as their affiliation.
REFEREE ASSIGNOR’S REPORT 

Hal Grahn

Hal reported an incident where the coach had no line-up but had most but not all of his player cards. The referee asked the coach to write out a line-up on a blank piece of paper but did not allow one of the players who was missing his card to play.  In accordance with league rules, players missing a card can only sign a league generated line-up not one made by the team.

Hal again reminded teams to control their coaches and parents and to be respectful and not address officials, especially youth officials, with officiating issues. There was a problem with comments from the sidelines at the tournament. Coaches should report any issues directly to Hal through the game reports, and Hal addresses all comments directly with the officials (and with coaches when they request a call back or a response).
In response to a question regarding adopting a three person systems at the U-13 and below level, Hal responded that he doesn’t have enough officials to provide a referee and two linesman for each large-sided game. In response to a question asking whether it was feasible to use a two person system, Hal stated that a two person crew was not approved in the FIFA rules and there fore it was not allowed for FIFA affiliated organizations.

Annex B

Self Scheduling Proposal – Outline
· Clubs must identify a field coordinator for each home field location.  Multiple fields at a single site must be managed together.  Clubs sharing a single field location must work together and are encouraged to share a single field coordinator.

· Season dates will be identified by the league included dates that cannot be used for games. The season will be divided into three roughly equal segments for scheduling purposes.

· Age divisions will be divided according to size of referee crew, U13 and below (1 referee) and U14 and above (3 referee crew).

· The first game of the day for each age bracket at each field location site can be scheduled at any time.  All subsequent games in that age bracket must be chronologically adjacent to (within 15 minutes of) the first game scheduled.  If more than four games are scheduled in each age bracket at each game site a new block of games can be started.

· League will provide a home and away schedule for each team.  

· Opponents work together to come to agreement on an acceptable date, time, and location.  Coaches and managers are discouraged from contacting all players to ensure availability.  Otherwise schedules will never get completed.  Team management is encouraged to understand players’ commitments in advance to simplify the scheduling process.

· Home team will contact the field coordinator. 

· Field coordinator will verify the away team agrees and that all games are adjacent to one another.

· At least three weeks prior to each season segment the field coordinator will provide the schedule in prescribed electronic format to the games commissioner for upload to the web site.

· Once a game is scheduled it can no longer be changed unless there is a weather related cancellation, a loss of field unknown at the time of scheduling, or an addition to or other change to the Cup schedule.  Tournaments will no longer be an acceptable reason for reschedule.

· Possible options for transition:  Clubs can identify themselves as a league scheduled club or a self scheduled club.  Games between two teams that are members of self scheduled clubs will be self scheduled.  All others will be league scheduled.  Once a team becomes self scheduled it will remain so as long as there is self scheduling.  All new clubs to the league must agree to be self scheduling.
