APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the August 11, 2009 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
David Constant (LV Magic SC)
David began the meeting by noting that LVYSL is a volunteer driven organization and reiterating his request for volunteers to serve on the Board as there were several open positions, including President, VP – Finance and Games Commissioner.  David indicated that while he hoped to have one of the Games Commissioner positions filled and announced by the next league meeting, it is important to get back to the clubs and encourage parents and coaches to volunteer and become part of LVYSL.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob was unable to attend the meeting but submitted the following report to David. The tournament logo for the 31st Annual LVYSL tournament has been finalized and the tournament website is being updated to reflect this year’s dates and new logos, applications, etc.  Rob will also be meeting with Bill Newill in the coming weeks to discuss the current LVYSL website design. Good luck to all of the teams in the LVYSL as they begin their Fall season play this coming weekend.
TREASURER’S REPORT
Rich Mitstifer - Treasurer (Northwestern SC) 

Rich reminded clubs that refund checks for past seasons were either passed out at the August meeting or mailed to club representatives within a week of that meeting.  If your club did not receive a check, please contact Rich so he can provide details of the mailing. (Club representatives should update their club directories on the LVYSL website to ensure proper delivery of league correspondence.)  Rob has adjusted club financial statements to account for the refunds so most clubs should have a zero balance for past years.  Clubs that will have teams playing in the High School Boys Division will owe additional amounts for the Fall 2009 season. 

As of August 31, 2009, LVYSL had a combined balance of $149,130 compared to a combined balance of $103,500 at August 31, 2008. The league is running ahead of last year’s balances due to payments for the current season coming in a little faster than last year. July and August deposits exceeded comparable deposits from last year by approx. $15,000. There were no major expenditures other than the refund checks for past seasons.  In the next few weeks, Rich will pay the EPYSA registration fee of $32,600.

In response to a question as to why the league was running so much further ahead of last year, Rich stated that this was due to the collection of past year overdue accounts and that year over year comparisons will not likely be helpful until next year.

Finally, Rich reported that he has submitted the books and records to the league accountant’s for the preparation and submittal of the 2008 tax return. The league requested an extension to file the tax return and they will be filed on time.

VP OF OPERATIONS REPORT

GAMES COMMISSIONERS’ REPORTS

Large sided boys game’s commissioner

David Constant (LV Magic SC)

David stated that he hopes to announce a new Games Commissioner before the next league meeting. 
For the Fall, LVYSL scheduled 1,095 games and most teams have 10 games.  There are some with 9 games (a division with 10 teams where everyone plays each other once) or 8 games (a division with 5 teams where everyone plays each other twice).  The scheduling process ran about 1 week behind due to incomplete/inaccurate information on team entrance forms.  The league will refine the team registration process to clarify the request for information. 
Due to the sheer volume of games requested and the fact that David scheduled all of the games himself, there were some inadvertent oversights such as overlooking some specific days off requests and some dual booking issues.  The league will honor reschedule requests in those situations as well as situations where referee assignors request changes in order to better allocate the referees (i.e., Palisades).

In response to a question about the U-18 girls schedules, David indicated that he changed their games to Sundays and that the schedule should be posted tonight.
REGISTRARS’ REPORT

Kathy Garcia (Tri-Boro SC)
Kathy stated that LVYSL had 221 teams registered for the Fall 2009 season. She also reminded clubs to read and understand the Rules of Play and the team/player registration procedures.  There were many issues with incomplete paperwork this year, and Kathy will start sending out email reminders to club registrars.  Specifically, 8 v. 8 registered teams can only roster 14 players. In response to a question regarding dual rostering of players in the same league, clubs were informed that you can dual roster a player in the same league but only at a different age group from the player’s primary team.

REFEREE ASSIGNOR’S REPORT 

Hal Grahn
Hal stated that there needs to be better coordination within clubs that have teams playing in different leagues (i.e., LVYSL, PAGS and FC Delco) as leagues are posting schedules and double booking fields.  There are 195 changes already pending due to double booking issues.
Hal again reminded teams to control coaches and parents and to be respectful and not address officials, especially youth officials, with officiating issues. Coaches should report any issues directly to Hal through the game reports, and Hal addresses all comments directly with the officials (and with coaches when they request a call back or a response). Hal reiterated that coaches should ensure that stamped line-ups with numbers, nets, corner flags, fields, line-ups, referee fees, etc. are in order prior to the start of the game.

A Q&A period ensued and Hal or other members provided the following responses:

· U-14 and above use a 3 person referee crew while U-13 and below use a 1 person crew.  

· Teams need to provide 3 stamped line-ups for the referee; rosters are not needed.

· If the referee does not show up, the coaches can come to an agreement to play and officiate the game, and if they do not, then this is a valid reason to request a reschedule. See Rules of Play.

· If a head coach cannot be present for a game, any other club carded coach can coach the team.

· The penalties for red card offenses vary by the type of offense. See Rules of Play. Teams can file appeals as per the LVYSL By-laws.

· If a referee does not have an alternate jersey, it is acceptable to give them a pinnie so that they do not wear the same colors as one of the teams.
