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Call to Order:
David Constant called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the September 8, 2009 minutes were read and corrected to add Berks Ajax to the list of attendees. As corrected, the minutes were unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
David Constant (LV Magic SC)
David began the meeting by announcing that Bob Eaton has agreed to serve as the Girls Games Commissioner. Bob has served on the Board of the Blue Mountain Youth Soccer League and has also acted as their scheduler so his experience will serve our league well and also allow for better coordination between LVYSL and BMYSL.  Bob stated that his motivation to serve is his desire to continue to be active in youth soccer and to use his experience to facilitate coordination between both leagues. The membership voted unanimously to accept Bob as the Girls Games Commissioner.

The LVYSL Board will meet next Thursday and members are invited to attend.  There are no major issues to discuss, but David pointed out that the Board recently suspended a USTA coach, who received a red card, for 5 games instead of the 3 game minimum suspension.  The Board enhanced the suspension because, among other things, the coach did not immediately leave the field after receiving the red card and used inappropriate and vulgar language in front of U-12 girls.

In response to a question, Rob indicated that he notifies not only the coach of a suspension but also the referee assignor and club president.  David also clarified that the suspension applies only to league games.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob stated that he is currently completing the preparations and behind the scenes work for the LVYSL tournament. The EPYSA paperwork for hosting a tournament is due on Oct. 14 and the tournament dates are June 12 and 13.  The application period should start in early January. 

The 2009 LVYSL Round Robin Season will take place on the weekend of Nov.21 and 22 at the Lehigh County Fields and registration is now open and will run through Friday, Nov. 6. Details on the season, along with the required registration form, can be found on the LVYSL website in the Seasons Menu --> Round Robin 2009. The rain date for the Round Robin Season will be the first weekend in December (Dec. 5 and 6). Clubs are reminded that state cup qualification requires at least a 3 game season but only 1 of those games as has to be played.  In the event of inclement weather any canceled games will not be made up as long as 1 of the games is played.  Weather permitting, all 3 games will be played.

Rob added that he has met with Bill Newill to discuss cosmetic redesigns to the LVYSL website. Lastly, Rob reminded clubs that meeting minutes are posted on-line and coaches and other club personnel that want to stay informed can review the minutes on the LVYSL website.
TREASURER’S REPORT
Rich Mitstifer - Treasurer (Northwestern SC) 

As of September 30, 2009, LVYSL had a combined balance of approx. $157,000 (+) compared to a combined balance of approx. $117,000 (+) at September 30, 2008. Checks that have been issued but not yet cleared include the EPYSA registration fee of $32,600 and Lehigh University field rental fees of $13,205.  The league also spent $583 for new supplies, including an extra laminator.
Rich indicated that he is preparing for an IRS visit during the first or second week of November in connection with their audit of LVYSL’s 2007 tax return.

Finally, Rich reported that the 2008 tax return which is due in early November (with an extension) should be wrapped up in the next few weeks.

Hal again reminded teams to control coaches and parents and to be respectful and not address officials, especially youth officials, with officiating issues. Coaches should report any issues directly to Hal through the game reports, and Hal addresses all comments directly with the officials (and with coaches when they request a call back or a response). Hal appreciates the feedback that he receives from the coaches.

Hal reiterated that coaches should ensure that three separated and stamped line-ups with numbers, nets, corner flags, fields, line-ups, referee fees, etc. are in order prior to the start of the game.

Finally, Hal reminded clubs that coaches’ conduct needs to improve. In addition, to the USTA U-12 girls coach, there was another coach ejection (red card) during a U-9 game.
