APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

As a first order of business, the October 13, 2009 minutes were read and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
David Constant (LV Magic SC)

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Rob Rooney (FC Lehigh) 
Rob began the meeting by announcing that both LVYSL tournaments – indoor and outdoor – had been approved by EPYSA.  There is still some uncertainty regarding the dates for the indoor tournament but Rob is working with the Turff Club to finalize the details. We expect to hold the indoor tournament during President’s Day weekend in Feb. 2010, but that might change.  Rob will post updated information on the LVYSL website and hopes to do so by Dec. 1.  The outdoor tournament application should be on-line and registration open on or about Jan. 1.
The 2009 LVYSL Round Robin Season will take place on the weekend of Nov. 21 and 22 at the Lehigh County Fields and the rain date will be the first weekend in December (Dec. 5 and 6). Ten teams signed up, and Rob expects to post the schedules on the website by Wed., Nov. 11.

The Fall season is winding down and Rob has ordered medals which will be available as soon as the games commissioners certify the results.  Some games have been rescheduled into the first week of December.  Because there is no league meeting in December, Rob will make himself available one night at NCC to give out the medals for those teams wishing to have them prior to the January meeting.
Lastly, Rob reminded clubs that the NSCAA convention will be held in Philadelphia from Jan. 13 – 17, 2010.  Those who register online will receive a $5 discount on their registration. Online registration fees are $210 for NSCAA members, $310 for non-members (which includes an NSCAA membership good through Aug. 31, 2010).
Rich Mitstifer had not yet arrived at the meeting to give the Treasurer’s report so as a next order of business Hal gave the Referee Assignor’s report.
REFEREE ASSIGNOR’S REPORT 

Hal Grahn
Hal discussed several Rules of the Game issues that have arisen in recent weeks, including:

· Award of Extra Time. Awarding extra time due to injury, delays, etc. is solely within the discretion of the referee. It is not usually done at the youth level due to back-to-back game scheduling, time constraints and the onset of darkness.  It may be done at the higher youth levels or in playoff 

situations, but it is solely within the referee’s discretion.

· Hand Balls. A ball striking someone’s hand is not necessarily a hand ball. A referee must judge intent and determine in his or her discretion whether to award a hand ball based on the referee’s judgment of the player’s intent.

· Dangerous Play. A player playing a ball while on the ground is not necessarily a dangerous play. It depends on whether there is another player nearby.  A player is allowed to play a ball while on the ground and not create a dangerous play.  Again, this decision is made based on the opinion of the referee and whether or not the referee believes, in his or her discretion, that a dangerous

situation is being created either for the player or an adversary.

· Offside Rule. FIFA has issued clarifications to the offside rule in order to encourage more goal scoring opportunities. Specifically, the only player that can be flagged for offside is the player receiving the ball or otherwise interfering with the play (i.e., screening the goalkeeper). There may be other players in an offside position, but as long as they are not receiving the ball or otherwise involved in the play, then they should not be flagged for offside.

There were several questions regarding rule interpretations and a discussion ensued.  At this point, Paul Bento, the Secretary, had to leave the meeting early and Rob documented the remainder of the meeting.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Rich Mitstifer - Treasurer (Northwestern SC) 

As of October 31, 2009, LVYSL had a combined balance of $98,734 compared to a combined balance of $56,072 at October 31, 2008. No significant checks are outstanding.
Rich also reported that the 2008 tax return which is due in early November (with an extension) was completed and mailed. Lastly, Rich indicated that the IRS visit for their audit of LVYSL’s 2007 tax return is scheduled for next week.
