APPROVAL OF MINUTES

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

For the past month and a half there has been a disturbing situation with the formation of club teams from Select teams.  Bernie reiterated that this not the purpose of a Select teams and that this is destructive to the Select program.  There are only two leagues within EPYSA that still support the Select program and LVYSL is one of them.   Bernie is working to draft a letter to be sent to all parents of the Select players in the program stating the purpose of the Select program and what it is not.

Suggestions: Select Coaches should not be allowed to coach the next years age group.  Have coaches sign an agreement that they know the purpose of the program.

In order for the league to move forward with any additional action, a formal complaint must be made to the league.

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS

Hal Grahn gave the referee assignors report: 

1. Tournament went well – all games were covered

2. Reminder to coaches to be prepared for their league games

a. Get paperwork in order

b. Be ready to control spectators

3. Assessments are handled by Hal

4. Coaches at games must fill out the game report.  Hal said a parent who wasn’t at the game made a report and this doesn’t allow LVYSL to capture the important information about the game beyond the score when this happens.  Coaches should be aware that only the referee assignor sees the referee comments in the game reports.  These are not shared with the referees directly.  The reports are a tool for the referee assignor to keep tabs on the referees to spot problems and see where things are going right.

EPYSA

Wim Roset gave EPYSA’s report.

1. There were house keeping changes to the EPYSA By-laws

2. Parents should be at least 3 yards from touchline to allow player throw ins and for general safety.

3. The issue of EPYSA Mailing list was raised.  EPYSA uses a bonded mailing house so that when an advertiser uses the EPYSA mailing list, they are not receiving a copy of the names and addresses.  This is done at the bonded mailing house so the advertiser never has access to the lists.

4. If any one has a problem with putting in their social security number for Risk Management Forms then call Chris Cook at EPYSA and this can be handled over the phone.

5. The State Cup finals are next weekend.
