APPROVAL OF MINUTES

PRESIDENT’S REPORT  (given by Bill Newill)

League Officer changes:

New Select Program Supervisor: Tammy Masiado, Saucon Valley Soccer Club

Currently, Bob Amiano is the Vice President of Operations.  The duties of this position include overseeing the LVYSL Select Program.  Bob is going to retain the overall position of Vice President of Operations until the next election cycle.  Tammy will take over the oversight role of the LVYSL Select Program.

TREASURER’S REPORT (given by Bill Newill)
The Treasurer reported that the bank balance of the league at the end of November was approx. $32,000.  The bank balance for the league at the end of December 2005 was approx: $24,000.

a. Timeliness of information improvements

i. Working with the referee assignor and with Kathy Garcia to create a more efficient means of communicating club fees/referee fees, etc… so that posting these items is shortened considerably, allow for clubs to get information quicker.

ii. On-line message boards (forums) for the Board of Directors so that discussions can be held and recorded between meeting to make better use of our volunteers time and to allow the board to address issues quicker, more efficiently, and thus more effectively.  This project is being discussed by the LVYSL Board.

Fall 2005 Division Medals Distribution

Mike reminded League Representatives:

1. To make sure their club coaches review the Schedule Changes Policy for Spring 2006.  It is the same as for Fall 2005 and is posted to the website.

2. Coaches have 72 hours to reschedule a match that was prevented due weather.  If the game is not reschedule within that time, the coach must contact the Games Commissioner to explain why – if there is a problem.  If not, the game is considered a forfeit.

3. Age Group Scheduling Blocks were discussed and have been posted to the website.  Please note that these are guidelines and game times may vary from this guideline.

REGISTRAR’S REPORT

Kathy Garcia: 

League statistics:

1. 3,893 primary players registered with LVYSL

2. 167 secondary players registered

3. 230 teams are primary to LVYSL

4. 25 teams are secondary with LVYSL

Rich Mitstifer: Reviewed age group requirements and allowed number of players.  Also reminded League Reps to tell their coaches that if their team is registered with another league and is secondary to LVYSL, they must go to their primary league to make roster changes.  LVYSL is not allowed to make roster changes to another leagues roster.

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS

Hal Grahn

1. Hal asked the League Representatives to make sure their club coaches’ know that the only reason they should ever call the Referee Assignor is to cancel a game because a field is unplayable (at least two hours prior to the game)  Coach’s may not reschedule or move a game with the Referee Assignor

2. Asked League Representatives to make sure their coaches used the on-line reporting system for evaluating referees properly when they reported their games.  This is a good tool for the Referee Assignor to be able to determine issue with referees or with application of the Laws by referees

3. Asked League Representatives to make sure their coaches are teaching their players to play “under control”.  Too many players are running full steam into a situation where they have no ability to stop without hurting themselves or others.  Players must play under  control at all times.
