APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

March Meeting Minutes handed out and approved with Doug V’s noted corrections.  1st by Kathy G. 2nd by Chuck Murphy; approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT: (Bernie Bennett)
Nothing to report

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Bob Amiano will be taking over (sick tonight).  Bill N. reported that the current balances are as of 4/10/06:  CAP Account: $48,000, new savings account: $9,210, new Checking Account: $620.23.

VP of FINANCE:

Bernie Bennett noted we still need to fill this position.  The person filling this position would report quarterly on the budget to the membership; not write checks, etc.   This person would play a key role in our evaluation of our costs and fee structure.   He has a few feelers out.  Anyone interested in this position or in running for any Board position to run please tell Bill Newill or Bernie Bennett.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT:

Rules of Play – please remind your coaches to read and follow rules of play.  We have had many instances of coaches are not aware of the rules of play.  Get the word back to your coaches to have them re-read the Rules of Play and their obligations as a coach in LVYSL.  Remind coaches that they entered the league and agreed to abide by the rules and regulations of the league.

Fines report – clubs can see on website what games have not been reported.  This can be viewed by the League Representative when they are logged into the website.  Go to Schedules for the current season and click on Game Reporting Summary.  This allows a League Rep to view all games that have been played by their club and see which games have not been reported by which teams.  It also has the coaches email (just click on the coaches name) so you can send off a reminder email.

Please continue to check your club statement – on-line at least each week.

League Reps:  Let your coaches know that they need to report games within 72 hours of the game.

Tournament – have 90 team signed up, we are slightly ahead of last year at this point in time but we are still looking for 200 - 215. . . .  Please make sure you get in while there is available room in your division.

VP OF OPERATIONS (SELECT)

Tammy M. reported that for the 2006-2007 Select Season, participants must play in LVYSL in fall season, either primary or secondary, to be eligible for LVYSL Select. 

GAMES COMMISSIONERS REPORTS

SMALL-SIDED: Scott Weinberger noted that today is re-schedule deadline for games not played this past week-end (72 hour window).  When request re-schedule, please note reason for request to avoid email request back from games commissioners for that information...

LARGE BOYS:  Dave Constant – if working on re-schedules but not yet finalized on date, please notify Games Commissioners that you are working on it – keep them informed on status.  Also, a reminder that league rules require at least 10 days notice (approved by opposing coach) for referee assignor.

LARGE GIRLS: Mike Schroder – last games are 1st weekend of June.  If re-schedule request is outside formal requirements, more willing to agree to request if re-schedule during the week since Hal can more easily schedule referees then vs. a weekend.  

REGISTRAR’S REPORT

Kathy Garcia:

· 651 PS-1 changes processed

· Roster Freeze April 10th to May 22nd
· July 1st is deadline for RG-1

· As of end of Spring Season:
- 292 primary teams and 6 secondary for total of 298 teams
- 3,059 boys, 2,335 girls for total of  5,394 players and 603 coaches

· Club Registrar Annual Meeting tonight following General meeting

Rich Mitstifer:

· Younger teams moving up in age, coaches must plan on obtaining proper license for next season.   Have had to hold some coaches passes when do not have proper coaches licenses

· Club must have RG-1’s in before coaches do their RMA’s (Risk Management Assessment)

· Along with RMA – must put club affiliation (Registrars must educate your coaches!

· EPYSA opens up registration starting May 15.  LVYSL will not accept handwritten RG6’s – do not jump the gun and fill out blank forms.
- Question:  For try-outs, do new players need RG-6?  Some discussion, if any doubts, have parents sign blank RG-6 for tryouts, then re-do on line for season.

Diane Moxness:  Nothing additional.

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS

Hal reported:  

· Please do not reschedule games on Sundays between 1 – 2:30 (either do at 12 or after 3) due to U19 games scheduled for 1:00-3:00 taking up 3 men/game.

· During the week refs are available!

· Thanks to coaches and Games Commissioners – calls he has received are proper!

· U16-17:  many red cards handed out due to persistent fouling.  Need to control players.
Question re: league policy on red cards, # per year?
A:  Yes, policy has recommended suspension, and increase with frequency by that player this is found in the LVYSL Rules of Play: Section V. Penalties, Paragraph B. Players (i.e. Red Card) or Coaches (i.e. Ejected) Sent from the Field of Play)

· Question re: intentional play back to keeper and goal keeper picks up ball; awarded indirect kick at place of GK touch, if within 6 yard line; moved back to outside 6, and wall must be behind Goal Line (off field of play since 10 yard min.)

?  U17 game should be 40 minutes per Rules of Play, not 45 minutes.  Hal will inform refs.

?  Some instances in younger games of too many coaches – Hal will address refs to enforce rules.

· Red-Card question:  If player received red-card in State Cup, and has League Game thereafter, is she eligible to play?  

A: 
Yes - still allowed to play in LVYSL league game.  

What happens in a State Cup game does not affect League games or Tournament games.  And what happens at a tournament or a league game, does not affect State Cup games.  
But Hal did state that if a player is under suspension in State Cup (ex. a red card) or in league play and the player plays a game in another venue, then the coach must report to the game referee which player(s) is under suspension and why.  The player will still be allowed to play but the center referee must be notified.

In State Cup, the referee does not take possession of the player’s pass when the player is given a red card unless the red card is for a violent act against a referee, player, coach, etc.  

In LVYSL league play, a referee will take the player’s pass if a red card is issued.

EPYSA

Wim Roset reported. 
· 2006-07 schedule will be on EPYSA website after State Cup finished

· LVYSL has too many old passes, can not be used for 2006-07 season – EPYSA will recycle to other states

OLD BUSINESS

June will be Board elections.  All LVYSL Board positions are open.  LVYSL Board positions are for a 1 year term. – Anyone interested in running for any position, please notify Bill N or Bernie B.

NEW BUSINESS

Application for new club – Mike F. of Jim Thorpe Soccer discussed new club.  Jim Thorpe club has 150 kids in IM and Travel, difficult to be competitive.  Met with Towamensing and Lehighton – both have ~ 250 players.  Combined one travel team with Jim Thorpe two years ago, and Lehighton at U-10 team last year.  This year agreed to incorporate all three travel clubs under Carbon United.  Applying to join LVYSL – will first go to LVYSL  Executive Board for approval, then to General membership at next month’s general meeting for a Membership vote.
