APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

May League Meeting Minutes: Motion for approval by Kathy Garcia, 2nd by David Constant – motion approved unanimously by the League Representatives present.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Champion Sportsplex/USA FC and More Township Soccer Club

Champion Sportsplex/USA FC is a new soccer club that is currently forming.  Discussion revolved around “Why the need for an additional soccer club in an area already supported by multiple soccer clubs?”  Doesn’t this dilute the volunteer pool and cause more work for area/league/EPYSA?  Can’t joining an existing club offer more to the players, have more impact on coaching standards (more coaches in a club), and offer a greater number of teams with more appropriate level of play for the players?  

Representatives from Champion Sportsplex/USA FC discussed that the players are already forming teams with their club and have already made a choice to play with their club.  Their club offers a different type of coaching and style.

Bernie Bennett asked for a club to make a motion to accept Champion Sportsplex/USA FC into LVYSL as a Member Club.  No club was willing to make a motion.  Bernie explained that without a motion, this matter could not be voted on by the LVYSL Membership.  No motion was made and the matter was tabled.  Bernie said that the LVYSL Board of Directors would review this situation.

More Township Soccer Club was introduced to the league Membership.  Discussion revolved around what type of soccer club was More Township and what services did they offer.  More Township Soccer Club is already an existing soccer club with teams from U9-U18.  Several of their teams were looking to make the move from their Rec program into a Travel league.
