REGISTRAR’S REPORT

Kathy Garcia (Tri-Boro) reporting:  Three issues: #1 Do clubs want to allow Challenge Cup rosters (Fast Fixin’) to remain expanded for U15 & U16 teams?  EPYSA has suggested this since these teams only play amongst other EPYSA teams and it will not affect the National Championship Cup teams.  Clubs voted Yes to allow expanded rosters. Kathy will report this to EPYSA.  #2 EPYSA considering 2-year passes please discuss with your member clubs.  #3 Club Registrars – Kathy poled the clubs and those who use Teams Managers and set deadlines spend two hours per team collecting registration, those who do not use Team Managers and set deadlines can take up to twenty hours per team.  Since the average volunteer only gives five hours per week realize that club volunteers are experiencing burn out.  Also some CR are now being paid by clubs to process registrations.

Club Vote & Discussion for Pocono Mtn. East & FC Lehigh

Pocono Mtn East


Vote by show of hands was called and due to the indeterminate portioning a league vote was called by club.  Club representative to the LVYSL had to be present and listed as such on the LV website prior to the meeting.  Votes per club are based on the previous year entry data.

Motion to accept: Bob Brown (ENCO) 1st; Rich Mitstifer (NW) 2nd 

Discussion:

· Jim Hall (Stroudsburg) opposes due to dilution of player pool

· David Bates (Stroudsburg) opposes because he does not believe that the goal of high school development fits the LVYSL mission statement

Response: by Tom Rowan Pocono Mtn East

This club will be starting at the older age groups who are not served by PMY as they establish they move to lower age groups.  They didn’t want to start out with non-educated coaches.

· Manuela Tufano (E Stroudsburg) Will these players play for high school and league only for PME?

· Tammy Masiado (Saucon) Why can’t PMY just add older teams?

· John Mazza (Pocono) Opposes.  States PMY supports two school districts U9 and older.  Talent pool is already diluted utilizing secondary players.  New club will focus on East school only, this creates an environment of exclusivity of HS soccer.

· David Constant (LVM) LVYSL Games Commissioner Large Boys – What is player count for PMY at travel & recreational?  Answer 150 travel players; 700+ recreational players

· John M – if a player does not play for PE high school will they be able to play PE club soccer?

Response: by Tom Rowan Pocono Mtn East

PE Club will take there own players first and fill in if necessary with others

· Tammy M – seems to be set up to exclude younger players
· John M – states it is unfair to say PMY does not service older players the do it asked.

Response: by Tom Rowan Pocono Mtn East
He tried to have older teams in PMY but once PMY heard that PE was trying to start their own club PMY dropped them.  It is that PMY doesn’t offer older teams
· Manuela T – why not join PMY?  Who would coach in this new club?

Bernie Bennett halted discussion to point out that high school soccer discussion was irrelevant to LV call for a vote on a new club.  Please take high school soccer out of your consideration when voting.

· Bob B – if the club meets the LVYSL criteria what is the issue?

· Rich M – stated that NW also restricts entry to players from NW unless they need to fill spots

· Bernie B – states it is an individual club decision to restrict or not

· David C – to PE – you had a team and were denied?

Response: by Tom Rowan Pocono Mtn East
Yes because they found out we were starting our own club

· David C – to PMY – why did PMY pull teams?

Response: by John Mazza Pocono Mtn

We sent the team an e-mail stating that they had to have open try-outs and they refused
· Tom Rowan (PME) – never received that e-mail
· David C – time to call vote
Clubs with league representatives present were poled and the vote after affirmation was No – PME was not admitted to LVYSL.
