Rich Mitstifer reported: Balance as of 4/30/07 is $75,109 compared to 4/30/06 which was $66,067.  We did have a $9,000 deposit end of this April for Tournament entrance fees – so hard to tell if we are really higher than last year.

Scott Weinberger reported:  No issues he is aware of.  Reschedule requests pretty minimal.  
Question about if lack of players for a game due to a school event or multiple families have outside event (company picnic) is an allowable re-schedule.  A – No.  The three allowed reasons are 1. Weather, 2. Cup Requests, and 3 Field unplayable/unavailable.  Second question – Hal asking for three hour notice on weather cancellation for (North Games @ _Black Diamond – this because he is using another Leagues referees – still do this thru Hal (phone call).

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS

Hal Grahn reported:  Go back to your coaches – many red cards this past weekend.  1st – taking out player who has a direct line to the goal, either a breakaway (in or outside the box) and, or has a chance to score = clear scoring opportunity, versus playing the ball, is a red card offense by FIFA rules.  Tackle from behind is one such offense.   2nd , Persistent fouling – by a player several times, OR by a team on an opponents player is a red card offense, even if by a different player and the 1st time by that individual player.

Cup Games Reschedule Requests:  have several reschedule requests for Cup Game conflicts that are not being confirmed  within guidelines (either opposing coach not replying quickly, etc.).  Regardless, if confirmation not completed by Wednesday before the game, then please call the Ref Assignor by Wednesday before the game so that he can cancel the refs.  This is for Cup Game conflicts only – all others must be thru the system, Games Commissioner approval (do not call the Ref Assignor for any reschedule requests except for Cup Games).

Hal is getting many email reports re: late arrivals by refs.  He plans to review with Games Commissioners re process on rescheduling because the many re-schedules is making it difficult to schedule refs so that they can make all games on time.  

Reminder will go to 3 man system for U14 for Fall.  For three man requests if both coaches agree to it, please try to give 10 days notice so can be accommodated.  
Another reminder:  Parents on one side of field, players on other side.  Hal will remind his referees, and asked us to remind all coaches.

New club applying for membership – Wilson Soccer Club,  Wilson West Lawn (near Reading).  They are an existing club, EPYSA member, teams competing in Reading Berks, PAGS, Laneco, etc. leagues.  Interested in submitting four boys teams for Fall Season – U12, U14, and 2-U13 teams.   Tony Ogeniwitch (spell?) and Don Hardy – over 1,000 players, long term club, several fields.   Looking for Div 1 competition for Tony’s team.  RGSL tends to have fewer strong teams at older age groups.  The U13 teams very successful – the #1 travel team plays up an age group and win, and the #2 Travel team won the RGSL league and only had a couple of competitive games.  Expecting at most 5 teams in RGSL next year for their age group.  Playing in Reading-Berks and Laneco leagues already driving 45 – 90 minutes to Blue Mountain, Lancaster, etc. Wilson’s home fields are in Sinking Spring, just off Rt 222 (near Body Zone)  Have 3 lighted fields, plus 3 additional full sided and __ small fields.  Next step:  the Exec Board will meet to discuss the application, then the General Membership will vote on the application at next months meeting.
Some complaints from several clubs re FC Lehigh mailer that went out – feel they are recruiting / poaching better players.  Per Rich, this isn’t “recruiting” per EPYSA guidelines.  Chuck Murphy asked if it was a targeted or specific mailer – was general , probably went out to 
Kathy Garcia request for volunteers to help with Tournament – 

Aaron Palczewski - works for USTA, recently they took over administrative duties.   They are having an issue re: referees – Premier Team (actually probably Div 1 – LVYSL doesn’t have premier division yet, hopefully in Fall) have only single referee at U14 games – expecting three man system, and having some issues with parents, missed calls taking place behind the referee’s back, etc.   This is up north, not LVYSL refs

Rich reminded everyone that board vote for positions will be announced in May and voted on in June.  All positions are available.
