GAMES COMMISSIONERS REPORTS

Small sided game’s commissioner
Scott Weinberger has resigned. The duties for this season have been assumed by Bill Newill and Bernie Bennett, the Boys and Girls game commissioners.
Large Boys & Girls commissioners
Bill Newill, LMYA  and Bernie Bennett, Tri-Boro  report that 247 teams were entered to participate in the fall 2007 season, which is an increase of 20+ teams from last fall.  It was also reiterated that in is the responsibility of each coach to know the rules.

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS: 
Ref assignor: Hal reminded everyone starting this season that u-14 games will assigned a 3-man system. He also reminded everyone that he is not to be contacted for game changes, but cancellations are a must call to him and should be at least 2 hours before the scheduled match. He also stated there is a need for a ref coarse but we can’t start one until the national association distributes supplies. 

EPYSA


Frank O, LVYSL representative; reported: From the EPYSA general meeting and the President’s meeting the following:
Now Risk Management checks are currently done randomly through the state police for a cost of $10.00. EPYSA found a vendor “e-7” to do national searches for $3.50. It was recommended that clubs budget according and have all of their personal checked. EPYSA will still do random checks. 

Secondly, Frank reported that EPYSA and NSCAA have developed a novice online coach’s coarse.

 EPYSA is also going to set up Regional Academies for U-11 and U-12s. Frank also stated that there is a need to develop Female refs both locally and nationally. 

USSF is developing National Academies for Elite players. The negatives are it will be very costly and players who play for one these teams lose eligibility to play at the club level. 

MLS is looking to create a new franchise in the Philadelphia Area, perhaps in the Chester water front. They are seeking support from the entire soccer community. 

The IRS is now looking at clubs who pay their coaches. Frank cited a case in NJ that was investigated by IRS. 

National is also considering a 2nd level regional cup.

OLD BUSINESS  
There will be an attempt to field an older boys division after the cuts are made by the High School coaches.  It was stated that this will only work if supported by the HS coaches.

NEW BUSINESS

The risk management issue needs to be discussed in more detail. Dave charged the league reps to take this issue back to their clubs.
