· UBSL has several processes and concepts that makes scheduling and communications very efficient.  The first one that we would like to adopt for next fall is the Club Commissioner for coordinating schedule changes, etc.  Others will be considered beyond next fall.

GAMES COMMISSIONERS REPORTS

Small Sided Games Commissioner – Ken Laramee:  Some teams have questioned division placement – in all cases were placed in division requested by their club.  He has been able to accommodate some requested changes, but not all.  Issue is teams should have club request proper division – will be discussed at coaches meeting. 
Large-Sided Boys Games Commissioner – David Constant.  Made some division placement changes to reflect fall record and to even out divisions; moved more teams up vs. down.  Most divisions have 8 games in 9 weekends.  
Deadline is Feb. 14 to challenge division placement.   Send requests to games commissioners (for large-sided girls send to website).
REGISTRAR’S REPORT

Kathy Garcia:  227 teams, if anyone needs passes let her know (temporarily out, ordered new ones).  Club packets are due Feb. 27.  Rich Mitstifer has a few passes available.

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS (Hal Grahn)
He is working to schedule a referee clinic(s).  Plan to have one in the Valley this spring.  Towamensing also wants to have a course in the North.  Hal noted need to put in request for instructors (minimum five week lead time).  
EPYSA (Wim Roset)
Referee workshop will be at Downingtown Workshop on Sat Mar 5.  Registration will be at workshop:

· Intramural at 10 am.  All in-house programs (IM) will also be online this year, will be up and running April 1st for the Fall Season.

· Travel registration will be at 2:00 pm.
Referees had a successful female ref clinic – had 50 attendees.

AGM will be March 6 in Ft Washington, starts at 9:00 am.

EPYSA will hold its First Annual Recreation Festival, 3 v 3 format for U-8 and U-10 teams; this will be held May 7th at three locations including the Lehigh County Fields  (see  EPYSA Website for information).
There will be a Region One Girls ODP Goalkeeping clinic at the Turff Club – Tony DiCico for girls and boys 11 and up on February 13, 2005 (on EPYSA Website)

The Outdoor Cup draw tonight, eight teams missed deadline.
OLD BUSINESS

W. Roset asked for status on coach suspension.  The suspension was appealed to the EPYSA – they over-turned the length of the suspension.  Expect another hearing within LVYSL to re-set the length of the suspension.
NEW BUSINESS

Question re: registration changes?  UYSA changing roster size – can roster up to 21 (or 22 – to be finalized), but only can field 18 players.  Expect this to be announced at the AGM.  Also now allowed to transfer up to five players now, versus three maximum before.
Question re SPYA teams – moving teams in the Spring from SPYA to PASC, but hasn’t happened yet in the database.  EPYSA recognized PASC teams as existing teams; advised LVYSL there was no need to re-register the teams.  Therefore LVYSL plan is not to charge new team fee and to not to pay for new insurance for existing teams.  SPYSA is challenging that they are paying for 25 teams but only have three teams left.  SPYA and PASC need to meet to resolve any going forward costs.
