APPROVAL OF MINUTES

TREASURER’S REPORT (Terry Norcott-GibbonsTom Hess)

PRESIDENT’S REPORT (Bernie Bennett) 
Bernie attended the EPYSA General Meeting:  

· EPYSA raising player fees $0.25

· Looking at issuing “Club Passes” – for travel players. 

· Passes would be transferable league to league and from age group to age group; allow players to play up in age group for games to fill out rosters.  

· Will initially be registration challenge, passes may have to be held by players or parents.  Bernie personally likes the concept, not certain about the logistics.

( Looking for Club input at April meeting for LVYSL.

· There also is consideration to having passes for intramural players.

· Starting next year, National Association requiring up through U12 8 v 8 cup; 11 v. 11 will also be available.

· Elections for BOD coming up in June.  All positions are open (one year term) – looking for new blood / members.

· Upper Bucks schedules differently than LVYSL, especially with how it affects Referee Assignors.  Upper Bucks does not assign specific time slots for each age group – clubs have choice for picking times for home games.  Then have three week period for change requests, then schedule is locked-in with no more changes allowed.   This results in fewer conflicts with fields and other sports, and thus fewer reschedules.

REGISTRAR’S REPORT

Kathy Garcia:  EPYSA rules state U10 teams may not play up.

Rich Mitstifier:  Spring has been trying.  Please take back to Club Registrars and Coaches:  New player additions require copies of birth certificates even if players were previously EPYSA registered prior 03/04 season.  PS-1’s are not paperless – even though the submitted and approved electronically.  Yes, EPYSA does not collect paper, but EPYSA requires that the leagues (LVYSL) collect and hold the paper PS-1’s.  

Secondary players – LVYSL does not allow secondary players within same age division since the player would not be able to play for both primary and secondary teams since in LVYSL all teams in an age group play at the same time.  This is not an EPYSA rule, but is a LVYSL rule (another example of the “sovereign state.” 

Per EPYSA, leagues are sovereign states that can have own rules as long meet or exceed national rules.  For example, LVYSL requires 12 players, even though EPYSA requires only 9 players.

REFEREE ASSIGNORS REPORTS (Hal Grahn)
