Call to Order:
Bernie Bennett called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM

APPROVAL OF MINUTES  
The prior board meeting minutes were handed out and approved (Tom H./ Russ). 

One correction:  EPYSA Report - impact to LVYSL will be $500 (not $5,000)

PRESIDENTS REPORT (Bernie Bennett)
Board Elections:  Elections will be held at the June meeting.  If anyone is interested, or you know someone that is interested, please contact Bernie.  Expect to have some opening that will need to be filled.

TREASURER’S REPORT  (Tom Hess, VP Finance)
Hand out – shows FY2003 actual, FY2004 budget, and month-by-month actuals for September through January.  For January: starting balance of $5,846 + income of $6,267 less expenses of $5,250 = $6,863 ending balance.  For February, income of $26,813 (primarily Indoor Tournament + registration fees) – expenses of $6,851 = $26,825 ending balance.

Current forecast for rest of year ( ending balance of $77,000 versus beginning balance of  $63,592.

GAMES COMMISSIONERS REPORTS  (Ken Laramee, Doug Jinks)
Ken Laramee –for most part teams have seven games for Spring (some teams have six due to tournament requests, cup teams have eight) in eight week season.  Software put schedules together.   

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT (Doug Jinks)

Tournament (outdoor):  Re submitted our application to include US Club teams.  Hopefully, teams that would have come and are members of US Club haven’t made other tournament arrangements already for that weekend.

Application is on-line – 30+ applications in…Notice posted that we had to turn teams away last year.  Urge coaches to get their application information entered (on-line) then print our and sent to the league office.

Urge coaches to get applications in (price break by April 15,  deadline April 30) / last year filled up and had to turn away teams.

Spring League:  Some clubs late applying, submitting teams, plus using new scheduling software, learning experience, but looks to be working well.  Net result is late putting schedule together, expect to post schedules on the web tonight, therefore will extend free schedule change to week after games are posted.  Discussion about possibility of extending period, but are already past deadline for referee assignment. 

Coaching Courses:  Need an organization to agree to “administer” the D and E courses for this coming June.  Primarily, the club/person becomes the conduit for information.  The league office will advertise.  You will accept the application and checks and pass them along to EPYSA.  Chris Bleam will handle the scheduling of the courses/fields.  The benefit is that your club will receive a free (think it’s two) training session of your choice by an EPYSA instructor.  Contact Doug at dougj710@rcn.com.

Winter League:  Coaches are scheduling their own games (before Spring Season) –Referee Assignor agreed to accept reschedules by from Doug via email (not normal process, only for this league).

WEB site.  Currently in the process of changing Internet provider.  Per Bill Newell will require a couple days down time.  Therefore may not be able to mass mail coaches re: Spring Schedule posting / reminder of new deadline for free schedule change.  Have started to post LVYSL documents (constitution, etc.).

AGM Meeting:  Handed out unofficial notes from the meeting.  Highlights include: financial update – eliminating the referee assignor bonus (impact to LVYSL = $500/yr.); updates on registration system;   The National Youth Instructor course, etc.  Note:  Attendees are not allowed to be a delegate for more than one organization.

EPYSA looking to go paperless for PS1.  Travel will be mandatory online registration for next year.  will be paperless.  Old data will “roll over” and be available for editing – except for coach’s RMA’s (the only aspect that may not be paperless).  Clubs will be responsible for RG1’s.  New on-line system opens May 1st for 2004/2005 – be sure to go to the correct database (will have old and new databases concurrent).

Note:  Kathy requested that coaches call their club registrar for any questions, not the league registrar. Have decided not to build an online system for Recreation.

Referee Courses:  Will be running a referee course: Dates and hours have changed and are updated on the WEB site under NOTICES / REFEREES as well as here.  April 19 & 21 (6:30 – 9:30); April 24 (9:00 – 4:00) and April 26 & 28 (6:30 – 9:30) – will be held in Northampton Community College.  Cost is $60, minimum age 14, up to 30 spaces.

Looking to hold three courses per year – need clubs to sponsor holding a course.

For game reports – ask that coaches provide feedback on referee performance / identify areas of improvement to help referees improve.
